3. SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

RISK OF ELECTRICAL SHOCK shock do not open or touch elements inside.

¢ To avoid electric shock, do not open the MSS and do not perform repairs by yourself. Service and

repairs should be performed only by qualified specialists in an authorized service center. The list of

authorized service centers is available on www. sven. fi.

¢ Do not allow the circuit of wires (including the grounded ones) between the speakers, on the

power amplifier or the ground, for it causes damage to the power amplifier output stage.

¢ Do not touch the MSS power cord plug pins for 2 seconds after unplugging it from the mains.

¢ Do not put foreign objects inside the holes of the MSS.

¢ Protect the MSS from high humidity, water and dust.

¢ Protect the MSS from heating: do not place it closer than 1 m from a heat source. Do not expose

it to direct sunlight.

¢ Do not place any open flame sources on or close to MSS.

¢ Do not place the MSS in poorly ventilated areas. Leave an air gap of 10 cm or more. When

operating the MSS, do not put any devices on it, do not cover it with cloth or other objects pre-

venting it from cooling.

¢ Do not use any chemical agents for cleaning. Clean it with dry soft cloth only.

4. TECHNICAL DESCRIPTION

SPS-721 Multimedia Speaker System with Bluetooth (MSS) are designed to play music and sound
games, movies, etc. The MSS has a built-in power amplifier allowing to connect it to virtually any
audio source (CD/DVD-players, TV set, PC, etc.). MSS has a built Bluetooth wireless signal
transmission protocol. Remote control (RC) is included.

5. PREPARATION AND OPERATION

Speaker placement

¢ Place the speakers symmetrically to the listener at least one meter away.

¢ Bass reflex ports are located at the rear panels of speaker cabinets, please locate the speakers
about 20—-30 cm away from the wall or any other obstacle.

¢ Place the speaker system far away from supersensitive monitors and TV sets, as insignificant
image distortion in these devices is possible.
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MSS connecting and control

SPS-721 Multimedia Speaker System can be connected to virtually any audio source: DVD/CD, PC
sound card, etc. (see connection diagram in Fig. 5).

e Before making any connections, make sure that the MSS is unplugged. Connect the active
speaker with the passive one using the audio cable (included). To do this, release connector
terminals on the passive speaker, insert the audio cable «plus» (red) wire into «+» jack and the
«minus» (black) wire into «—» jack of connecting terminals (see connection diagram in Fig. 5), and
then connect the cable to the active speaker terminals in the same way.

Note. Check the reliable fixation of wires in terminals, connection compliance with polarity and
the absence of contact of bared wires with each other and the metal parts of the hardware.
e To connect the MSS to a PC, MP3/CD players, first plug the RCA jacks of the 2RCA to mini-jack
@ 3.5 mm signal cable (included) in the PC audio input @ of the active speaker, then plug the mini-
jack of the signal cable to the LINE OUT port of the computer sound card or to the audio OUTPUT
of MP3/CD player terminals (see connection diagram in Fig. 5).

Note. Sound quality is directly affected by correctness and reliability of the connection of
cables. It is recommended that cables included into the package contents of the MSS be used.

¢ Plug the MSS in a mains socket.

e Switch on the MSS by shifting the POWER switch into the ON position on the active speaker
rear panel. Then switch on an audio signal source.

e Select a desired signal source by pressing short the button MODE ® on the control panel or
buttons BT ®, AUX1/2 ® or USB/SD @ on the remote control (RC), after that the LED of the
selected input will illuminate on the control panel.

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o Adjust the volume level with buttons VOL+/- ®/® on the speaker control panel or with buttons
VOL+/- @ on the remote control (see Fig. 4).

o Adjust the treble level. To do this press the button MODE & on the control panel several times,
until the LED @ will illuminate in yellow, then adjust the treble level by buttons VOL+/-® or use
buttons TREBLE+/- ® on the remote control.

* Adjust the bass level. o do this press the button MODE ® on the control panel several times, until
the LED @ will illuminate in green, then adjust the bass level by buttons VOL+/-® or use buttons
BASS+/- ® on the remote control.

¢ After using the MSS, mind to switch it off with the ON/OFF switch @ (OFF position) and unplug the
power cable from the mains socket.

Bluetooth mode

e For the signal transmission in this mode it is necessary first to interconnect the MSS with
a signal source. For this press the button BT ®@ on the remote control or button INPUT ®@ on the
control pannel several times until the LED @ will light intermittently. The MSS will go to the search
mode. Then on the signal source (telephone, smartphone, etc.) choose the search mode of
devices with Bluetooth. The name of the MSS “SPS-721” will be displayed on the signal
source screen, with which you need to intercommunicate*. Select this device and the
“connect” command.

e When connecting to the source it is possible to control the player with the remote control
using the buttons ®, @.

* If the MSS has been already listed in the device list of the signal source, then the second activation of the
search mode is not required. Select only this device and the “connect” command. You might have to enter
“0000” code to connect some models of devices via Bluetooth.

AUX1 mode
e Press the INPUT button @ on the control pannel or button AUX1/2 ® on the RC to turn on AUX1
mode. LED @ will illuminate in yellow.

AUX2 mode
¢ Press the INPUT button @ on the control pannel or button AUX1/2 ® on the RC to turn on AUX2
mode. LED @ will illuminate in green.

Player Mode

¢ The system will automatically enter the Player mode when a USB device is connected to the USB
port or an SD card is inserted into the corresponding slot**; or press the INPUT @ button on the
front panel or the SD/USB @ button on the remote control. The front panel LED ® will illuminate in
green. The files will automatically start playing.

¢ In the Player mode, Equalizer feature is available. Available 6 presets.

** The MSS operation may be incorrect if an SD card of 512 Mb capacity or lower is used. If a USB flash
device of 8 Gb capacity or more is used, command processing time may be extended.
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ST-BY mode

* To enter/exit this mode, press button @ on the RC or button @ on the control pannel.

Mute mode

e To enter the MUTE mode, press button on the remote control. To exit the MUTE mode, press

the button @ on the remote control.

Note. The MSS control description can differ from the given one in this Operation Manual due to the
constant improvement of the software.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Cause Solution
