3. SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

e To avoid electric shock, do not open the MSS and do not perform repairs by yourself. Service and
repairs should be performed only by qualified specialists in an authorized service center. The list of

e Do not allow the circuit of wires (including the grounded ones) between the speakers, on the power
amplifier or the ground, for it causes damage to the power amplifier output stage.

¢ Do not touch the MSS power cord plug pins for 2 seconds after unplugging it from the mains.

e Do not put foreign objects inside the holes of the MSS.

e Protect the MSS from high humidity, water and dust.

e Protect the MSS from heating: do not place it closer than 1 m from a heat source. Do not expose it to
direct sunlight.

e Do not place any open flame sources on or close to MSS.

¢ Do not place the MSS in poorly ventilated areas. Leave an air gap of 10 cm or more. When operating the
MSS, do not put any devices on it, do not cover it with cloth or other objects preventing it from cooling.

Speaker placement
® Place the satellites symmetrically to the listener at the distance not less

than one meter.
e Place MSS far away from monitors and TV sets, as insignificant image @ SW@

Installation and operation guide

e All the components should be switched off before connection.

e Conect the subwoofer and the satellites (see Fig.4).

¢ Plug the mini-jack of thesignalcable (green) into the line output of the sound
card of your PC or MP3 player, and the mini-jack of the microphone cable (pink) ~ \ /
into the microphone input of the sound card.

e Plug the power cordbinto a mains socket.

e Switch the power on with ON/OFF switch aon the subwoofer rear panel.
® Adjustthe volume on the remote
control to the necessary level.

e To improve sound quality, use the
sound card Line-Out port.

e To switch the speaker system on, use
the power switch ® on the subwoofer
rear panel. The system will be on in
STANDBY mode and the LED display on
the on the front panel will indicate “- -”.
To put the system into operation mode,
press the STANDBY button ® on the
remote control or one of the volume
control buttons ® on the subwoofer
front panel. The LED display shows the
volume level (40 by default).

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e Press the following buttons on the front panel of the subwoofer or remote control to adjust the
necessary volume level: vol +/-: to adjust the master volume level; sw +/—: to adjust the subwoofer
volume level; tre +/—: to adjust the treble level.

e To mute the sound of the system, use the mute button on the remote control. The led on the subwoofer
front panel will blink.

Attention! It is recommended that the on/off switch on the back of the subwoofer be turned off
and that the mss power cord be unplugged from power supply when the system is left unused
for a long time.
