HT-202 5.1 Home Theater Speaker System (HTSS) is designed for creating a home theater. The
multichannel 5.1 amplifier built into the subwoofer enables to connect the HTSS to virtually any
audio source.

e If the remote control is inoperative, check the availability of batteries or change them.

* Remove the batteries from the RC if you don’t intend to use it for a long time (more than
a week).
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5. PREPARATION AND OPERATION

Speaker placement

¢ To achieve optimum sound, it's recommended that you place the speakers according to Fig. 4. The
center and front speakers should be located along an imaginary circle with the distance between the
listener and the center channel speaker as a radius, and the listener’s head as the center. Each of the
three speakers should be placed at equal distance from the listener. The front speakers and the listener
make up an equilateral triangle. The rear speakers are placed at the same distance from the listener (on
the imaginary circle, too) at an angle of nearly 110° to the Listener — Display axis.

e Avoid placing your speakers in the corners and close to walls, as this can lead to unwanted
resonance and distortions. If possible, place them at least 20 cm away from walls.

¢ Do not locate the speakers in niches. Such placement can affect the sound badly, especially in the
lows.

¢ The subwoofer emits non-directional sound, therefore it can be located in any place of the room
where it sounds the best.

¢ Connect the speakers to the subwoofer AUDIO OUTPUT @.

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Installing and connecting the FM antenna

e Insert the included indoor FM antenna into the FM ANT ® jack on the subwoofer rear panel, as
shown in Fig. 5. Install the FM antenna in such a way that reception quality is satisfactory, and then
fix the position of the antenna.

Note. In buildings with weak FM signal use an outdoor FM antenna.

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Preparations
HT-202 speaker system can be connected to virtually any audio source: DVD/CD/MPS3 player, PC

sound card, etc. (see connection diagram, Fig. 6).

Caution! Before making any connections, make sure the MSS is off and unplugged.

e To connect the HTSS to PC sound cards, MP3/CD players, use the 2RCA to mini-jack signal cables
from the package. Connect the RCA jacks and mini-jacks, as shown in Fig. 6.

e To connect the speakers to a CD/DVD/AUX player or TV use the included 2RCA to 2RCA stereo

signal cables (not included).

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Switching on

e Connect the power cord @9 to the mains outlet.

e Switch on the HTSS power supply with the POWER ON/OFF switch (@, ON position) on the
subwoofer rear panel. Press O button on the RC or MODE ® button on the subwoofer control panel,
and the LED display (®, Fig. 1) will illuminate. The system is ready for operation.

Selecting audio source

e The HTSS has one stereo audio input (AUX) and DVD 5.1-input on the subwoofer rear panel, as
well as two ports (SD and USB) on its top panel. The system will automatically enter the Player mode,
when one of devices (USB flash or SD/MMC card) is connected to the corresponding jacks @,
(Fig. 1). Select the audio source with the MODE ® button on the control panel or with buttons USB/
SD ®, AUX ®, FM ®, DVD/BT @ on the RC (Fig. 3). The subwoofer LED display @ will show the
corresponding title.

Master volume control
e Adjust the desired master volume level with regulator @ on the control panel or use buttons
VOL+/- @ on the RC.

Subwoofer and satellite speaker volume control
¢ The front, rear and center speaker volume can be adjusted with FRONT/SURR/CEN buttons on the
RC. The SUB @ button on the RC are used for adjusting the subwoofer volume control.

AUX/DVD Modes

¢ To select any of AUX or DVD modes use the MODE ® button on the front panel or AUX ® and DVD
@ buttons on the RC (Fig. 3). The corresponding title will be displayed on the subwoofer.

2.1/5.1 Mode

¢ For 5.1 mode emulation from 2.1 mode use the PRO-LOGIC ® button on the RC.

Player Mode

¢ To enter the Player mode press the MODE ® or USB/SD ® button on the RC, when the HTSS is
on. The Plaer mode will start automatically.

e To select a track, you can enter directly its sequence number on the remote control or select it
using buttons i« or i on the front panel or on the RC.

Radio Mode

® To switch to the FM radio mode, use the MODE ® button on the subwoofer front panel or the FM
® buttons on the remote control.

® To auto scan and memorize the found stations, press long the button mi on the front panel or the
SCAN @ button on the remote control. The frequency being scanned is displayed on the front panel
and when the station is being memorized its assigned sequence number is displayed for a short
moment.

¢ For manual scanning use buttons TUN +/- on the RC. To save the selected station, press the SAVE
® button, and then with the buttons i, »i assign the station its number and press the SAVE button
again.

e |f preset stations are available in the memory, you can switch from one to another by short pressing
buttons k« ® , i @ on the front panel or buttons ke, wi G on the remote control. The station frequency
can also be entered with the numeric pad buttons. The radio will tune to the set frequency within
2-3 seconds.
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ST-BY Mode
* To enter/exit this mode, press and hold down button MODE ® on the front panel or button ® on
the RC.

Bluetooth Mode

¢ |n order to transmit signal in this mode it is necessary by first to connect the device with a signal
source. For this purpose select the Bluetooth mode using MODE button ® on the front panel of the
subwoofer or DVD/BT button @ on the remote control. After 2-3 seconds the speaker system will
enter the search mode, «BT» mode is shown on the display @®.

e |tis necessary to select the search mode of devices with Bluetooth on a signal source (telephone,
notebook, smartphone, etc.). «<HT-202», message will be displayed on the screen which it should be
connected with*.

¢ The «BT» indicator lights continuously when connection is successful. If there is no any connection,
the lighting of the «BT» indicator is intermittent. In this case the system should be switch over to the
search mode once again (to turn off and turn on a new)**.

e |t is possible to control the player of a signal source from the remote control or using the button on
the front panel of the subwoofer when connecting to a signal source.

*You might have to enter “0000” code to connect some models of devices via Bluetooth.
**If an item has been already registered in the device list of a source, then the second search mode
activation is not obligatory. Choose only the item name and the “connect” command on the source.

Audio setting reset
* Press the button RESET @ on the remote control to reset audio settings.

Notes:

e If the MSS is left unused for a long period of time, mind to switch it off with the POWER
switch (®, OFF position) and unplug the power cord @ from the mains socket.

e To improve the sound quality, use the Line-Out port of your sound card.
