7.1 LOCATING

¢ Place the speakers symmetrically to the listeners at least one meter away.

¢ As the subwoofer has a bass reflex port on the backside, place the system 20-30 cm away from the wall
or any other obstacle.

e Place the HTSS far away from TV sets as picture distortion in supersensitive monitors and TV sets is
possible.

e Don’t connect the audio cable ends.

e Always match the polarity.

e For better wire contact with terminals or clips, strip about 10 mm of the cable’s insulation and twist it.

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8. SYSTEM OPERATION

Power on and off

Insert the power cord plug into the mains socket and switch on the system with button @ (ON position) on

the subwoofer rear panel. In a few seconds the LED on the front panel will blink. Press the standby button

® on the remote control or On/Standby @ button on the subwoofer front panel to switch on the system.
I lection

The HTSS has 2 inputs: the auxiliary stereo input (AUX) and the 5.1 channel input (5.1 CH). Select the re-

quired sound source with the Input button ® on the front panel or with the Input button ® on the remote

control. Press the button several times until the necessary LED lights up.

Volume control

Correct sound adjustment provides the live music effect. To adjust the front channels volume and master

volume, press the M.VOL @ (+) or @ (-) button on the remote control or the Volume+ or Volume- (@ and

@) buttons on the subwoofer control panel. To adjust the center channel volume, use the remote control

buttons @ and ®, the subwoofer volume — @ and ®, the rear channels volume — @ and ®.

Pro Logic Surround Sound

This function can be enabled if the stereo input is selected. Press the Sound button ® on the remote con-

trol or the sound key @ on the subwoofer front panel to enable it. The Pro Logic LED ® on the front panel

will light up. The processed stereo signal will be sent to all the five satellites and the subwoofer. Press the

corresponding button again to disable this function.

Reset

Press the reset button ® on the remote control to return to default settings.

Muting

To turn the sound off, press the Mute button @ on the remote control. The Down ® and UP @ indicators

will start blinking on the front panel. To turn the sound on, press the Mute button @ or M.Vol+ @/M.Vol-

® buttons on the remote control or Up @ /Down ® buttons on the front panel.

Standby mode

The Standby feature is designed to quickly switch on the system and save power consumption. If you press

the On/Standby @ button on the front panel or the Standby @ button on the remote control, the LED @

will start blinking, indicating that the HTSS is in the standby mode. Press one of these buttons again, and

the LED will light up and the system will return to the operation mode.
